After Rebooting the Windows 2000 system:
	
	On Windows NT4, you can define for the
"Remote Access Services" in "Services"
of the Control-Panel to start AUTOMATIC:
after a reboot, the system accepts incoming
calls without the need for a user login and
any manual operation.

I did not yet locate the equivalent for
Windows 2000:
After a reboot, the Check-mark on the
device for the Incoming Connection has
disappeared and the modem does NOT
pick-up an incoming call.
You need to place the Check-mark, then OK
to activate for Incoming calls.
Anybody a solution ? Please tell me
using the contact address..


I checked in "Services": "Routing and Remote Access" is running:
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When using RRAS on Windows 2000 Server, the modem is activated for incoming calls
after a reboot WITHOUT having to login.
