Publishing Video and Sound File Links to Web Pages
Inserting a .mov File into a Web Page with FrontPage 

IMPORTANT!!!  Before creating the page described below, you must FTP your video file, “FILENAME.mov” to the www directory of your Steel account. 

Create a web page with FrontPage on which group names and the title of the video appear at the top, followed by a video player centered on the page.  To insert the video player using FrontPage to: 

· Highlight the link label and then use INSERT pull-down menu and choose "Web Component"  

· In the next window scroll to the bottom of the left pane and click "Advanced controls" 

· In the right pane double-click "Plug-In" 

· In the next window enter the name of the file, including the .mov extension, in the "data source" box 

· In the "Size" boxes, enter 270 for height, and 320 for width. (Height and width parameters are the numbers of pixels for each dimension of the player "stage" on the web page) 

· Save, publish, and test the page 

Save/publish the page to the Steel account of one of the group members. 
You can also copy the file from someone’s CFS to the 24-hour CFS scratch on one computer and then each in the group can copy it to their CFS, Steel, etc from any computer. 
  

Inserting a .wav File into a Web Page with FrontPage 

There are two ways to link sound on a web page. Before either method works the filename.wav file has to be FTP'd to your /www directory!! 

1. (Preferred at present because of bug in #2 below). To play the sound by clicking on a link label on your web page, (which generates a new page with a sound player on it, separate from your page), use FrontPage to: 

· Highlight the link label and then use INSERT pull-down menu and choose "Web Component"  

· In the next window scroll to the bottom of the left pane and click "Advanced controls" 

· In the right pane double-click "Plug-In" 

· In the next window enter the name of the file, including the .wav extension, in the "data source" box 

· Save, publish, and test it 

2. (Has a bug at present that continually spawns a sound player after the sound is played). To play the sound by clicking on the link label on your web page (without jumping to a new web page), use FrontPage to: 

· Highlight the link label and then use INSERT pull-down menu and choose "Hyperlink" 

· In the next window enter the name of the file, including the .wav extension, in the "Address" box 

· Save, publish, and test it 

Inserting a .wav File into a PowerPoint Slide 

Open the slide and use the INSERT menu to open "Movies and Sounds"  Click on "Sound From File" and chose the .wav file from the desktop.   OK and then use the mouse to move the speaker icon to where you want it to be on the page.  If you wish, you can label it by INSERTing a Text Box underneath the icon.  SAVE and start the slide show.  Clicking on the icon will play the sound.
