Q.    "When I am making my web page, how vital is it to make it compatible with <INSERT BROWSER NAME HERE>?" 

A.    The answer to this ultimately ends up being a matter of perspective and scope. What is the purpose of your web page? Is it a collection of links for your friends and family so they keep up with what an amazing person you are? Or are you designing the page that your company plans to make the cornerstone of it's budding e-commerce program? Obviously, the more people you want to access your site, the more accessible your site should be. 

If it is a personal page you are working on, for the most part, the people who will be viewing it already want to be there, so they will have a much higher tolerance for quirks that pop up. When you are putting a page up that you want to achieve maximum exposure with, the more situations you have to plan for. And a customer that views a page that appears broken in their particular browser configuration isn't likely to be a return customer
