Q.    "What is a good way to organize files for your Web page?" 

A. Organization is in the eye of the beholder. What some people call organization I call loose leaf structure. This is why planning or drawing up something that would develop a hierarchy or flow chart is important. You can use the flow chart to see where you'll need to put directories and sub directories. I would try to limit all directories to 20 files at the most. In every folder you should have an image directory. That doesn't mean copy all images to every image directory. In the sub directory it should only have the images for it's parent directory. All the main images for you page should be in the root directory/images. Ah, this sounds confusing, but it's not just check out figure 1.1
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
