Q.    "In FrontPage, is it possible to type and edit hyperlink text without an underline?" 

A. If you would like to make links in FrontPage with no underline you'll use their Style Sheets editor, which isn't much more than a text editor with a macro. The process is as follows: 

1. Under the file menu select the New menu. 

2. Under the sub menu New select New Page. 

3. This is where the dialog box comes up and gives you templates. There's three folder tabs, [General | Frames | Style Sheets] select Style Sheet
example:
Dialog Box

4. Select the Normal Style Sheets 

5. You'll have an empty file, with a button floating toward the bottom right corner of the workspace (if you want more effects you can go there and a dialog box will open and allow you to set defaults for you HTML). On this page you need to type:
a:hover 
{ 
color: #0000CC; text-decoration: underline; font-family: Arial, times, 'narrow Arial'
 } 
Note: There are a couple more parameters added to control the color and fonts. 

6. Save the style sheet. 

7. Now link the style sheets to the HTML. 

In every page that you link to the style sheet file, all of the all of the links you hover over will look like the specified style sheet. 

If you want an individual link to hover like no other link, there's more than one way to do so. Since you're using FrontPage, I would assume you don't like to alter code, but that option is always there. If you don't mind editing code you should read our style sheets tutorial, it is a great resource free for your use. You can also use the FrontPage DHTML effect. For the DHTML Effects follow these steps: 

1. If you haven't already, will you need go to DHTML View Bar. Select the view menu (you can't miss it, it's right next to the edit menu) at the extreme top of your application. Select the toolbar submenu and put a check mark by DHTML Effects. 

2. When you click on the hyper link or any text, the bar will open an option. The first option choose, onmouseover. 

3. Now the second option box will allow you to pick an effect. Formatting should be the only options available here, so select it. 

4. Now choose the next box, has only one option you can pick at this time, which is formatting. Formatting is pull up a dialog box that gives you the option to control font, font size, and other formatting features.
