Q.    "How do I put stuff in Window's "Send To" menu?" 

A.    Have you ever ran into the situation where you wanted to edit part of an HTML file and you have to go out of your way to open a text editor and search for the file? Well, you can cut out a couple of those steps by adding a text editor shortcut such as Notepad to Window's "Send To" menu. To do this, open Window's file manager and navigate to the "C:\Windows\SendTo" folder. Then right-click in the folder and select "New->Shortcut" from the pop-up menu. From there, just find the program you want to add to the "Send To" menu. After clicking "Finish", a new shortcut should have been created in the SendTo directory. Now go ahead and right-click on a file and check the "Send To" menu. This can be very handy for those quick modifications to text files and images.
