Q.    "How do I post a picture of my product on eBay?" 

A.    It's not a difficult process to do, however, there are some requirements. You'll need a way to get a picture of your product into the computer and some web space. 

Getting Your Picture Into The Computer 

This can be done with a digital camera, simply take the picture and put it on your computer off of the camera. If you don't have a digital camera, a video camera and video capture card will work, or even a scanner if you want to develop a picture and scan it into the computer. 

Getting Web Space 

Once you have gotten your picture onto your hard drive, you'll need webspace to put it up on. This is to post your picture to, since eBay doesn't give any space. Your ISP may give you some free web space, but if it doesn't, check out our comparison of the free web servers. 

Once you have done this, upload the image to your web provider, there will be instructions on how to do this at the web provider's home page. Most of them use the FTP protocol, which you can find help on here if it seems confusing. This will put your image on the web and give it a reference address. For instance if you put it on Xoom and your image was called "violin.gif", this could be your address:
http://members.xoom.com/~yourname/violin.gif 

When you are putting your item up on eBay they will ask you for a picture URL. Simply put the address of your picture in that box!
