Q.    "Is there anyway I can disable the browser tool menu? I really want to take out the Save As, Print and View Source!" 

A. No, no, no, you can "Not" disable the file menu. If you don't want people to view your source you should not place it on the internet. You can effectively disable the file menu for most people, but that takes a lot of planning. The process you have to start: 

· Using frames 

· Disabling right-click 

· Use a popup window without the file menus or tool bars 

As you can see it's like creating a maze that most people don't want to go through. The people that will go through it will probably be the people that want your source. They'll just make it a game of hiding-in-go-seek your code.

The bottom line is people learn how to program from viewing source, and if you pay to get on the internet the last thing you want to worry about is someone trying to stop you from viewing their source. Let your source be free or put your page behind a password protected directory.
