Q.    How do I forward users from the old site location to the new one? 

A.    When your site finally out grows its location, it's time to look for a bigger, better lot to set up shop! Well what about all the search engines and other web sites that still link to your old location? Easy, using the <meta> tag you can automatically forward people to your new location when they visit your old site. Below is an example: 

<meta http-equiv="refresh"
   content="SECONDS;URL=FULL_URL">

     The http-equiv attribute must be set to "refresh". The content attribute is a string containing two parameters separated by a semi-colon, ";". The first parameter (SECONDS), is the number of seconds you want the browser to pause before redirecting to the new site. The second parameter (FULL_URL), is the full URL address of where you want the browser to redirect too. Don't totally rely on this means to redirect users to your site because some browsers don't understand this feature, so always put a link to your new site on this page.
