Q.    Should I use FrontPage or CGI-BIN 

A.    It's really up to the user and how comfortable you feel with using one or the other. FrontPage is a Windows/Dos based application and I have found that FrontPage's generated file have three letters extensions instead of the Unix HTML which is four letter based. This is just a small differences but some server won't support htm, and old windows servers don't support four letter extensions. It's also about being consistent. It drives people nuts when the file extensions keep changing, and some links are broken because of some times a webmaster forgets the l at the end of some HTML files. FrontPage is often easier to use than CGI-BIN. Another disadvantage of using a CGI-BIN is having access to a CGI-BIN or knowing how to program CGI-BIN to specific to certain applications.
